Notes from previous meeting 

MP informed members awaiting response from Jack Sharp re: SRHT questions for LINk Annual event and LINk representative on SRHT Steering group or equivalent.  Royston raised the issue of how the developments of SRHT integrating community services has an impact on the GP commissioning consortia chaired by Hamish Steadman. Members also requested an understanding on how the NHS will work, who does what and where 

Action: MP to clarify the relationships between GP consortia and the SRHT    
Action: MP to produce a simplified guide on how the NHS works for lay members of the public for the next meeting 
Update from LINk Steering Group members
Royston asked MP if there was any update from Salford City Council in terms of clarification of funding for the host for a further one year as suggested by the official Department of Health. MP confirmed no news had been received by SCC and an issue to be brought up by the chair at the Host Performance Review meeting. Brief discussion about putting a business case forward in carrying under spend of LINk funding into the next financial year and looking at reducing three work themes to two work themes. 
Members attended the following partnership meetings: 
· MW informed the group the SRHT PPE group meeting cancelled for December 2010 and January 2011

· MW no Overview and Scrutiny meeting takes place in December but there will remain to be a presence of Overview and Scrutiny but in a different format.

· HK attended the feedback session as part of a sub group of Overview and Scrutiny about Appreciative Inquiry about non smoking and one the recommendations was to get involve with young people to prevent them taking up smoking.  

· JL attended with MP the quarterly Greater Manchester West NHS Trust meeting and raised issues about the rates of suicide in young people and discussion about carrying out a piece of collaborative work with GMW about the review of community mental health services.
· SP attended the Personalisation Stakeholder meeting and raised concerns about the revenue income stream for direct payments 

· MW and RF attended the Volunteering Symposium meeting organised by Salford CVS at the University of Salford to encourage volunteering in Salford 

· SF attended the Salford CVS meeting organised to develop Salford’s Volunteers Charter in line with the Big Society agenda promoted by the Coalition Government. A further session is planned to complete the charter. SF found the sessions very useful.

Update from Health Service Reform: Creating an Efficient, Equitable and Integrated Health Service Conference

RF feedback about the conference that he had attended in London, RF was unable to feedback on any strategic clarifications about the impact of the White Paper: Liberating the NHS from the Government minister who opened up the debate. Key highlight was the patented development of GP service in Liverpool that had a booking scheme with the GP consortia who had a duty GP on call and then a GP would visit the patient within 30 minutes following the triage on the telephone therefore reducing in principle inappropriate admissions to hospitals.
Draft LINk media policy
JL presented the draft LINk media policy and members suggested minor alterations.
