MP and WA informed the group that the LINk in Salford would be attending the Hershel Weiss Childrens and Family Centre on Wednesday, 21 April to consult there as part of the Annual Event.  This was to engage with members of the Jewish community.   They asked for any volunteers to come along and engage on the day.  RF agreed to come along on the day.

	The Group agreed for the Annual Event to go ahead even though the statutory organisations had pulled out due to purdah.   MP suggested that the Group might consider having another event after the election in order to feedback to the statutory organisations about the recommendations from the three pieces of work tendered from the top three issues identified from last year’s event.  The Group agreed to this.  MP advised the Group that in the case of a hung parliament then people would take up their substantive posts and this would not affect the date for the further event, however they may not be able to make any pledges.
Action:  MP and WA to circulate dates to the members of the Steering Group for this additional event.  
Action:  WA to get cost and availability of local venues, such as Buile Hill and the Broadwalk Training Centre for this event.  
MP and WA advised that they had trialled the consultation activities which will be used on the day of the Annual Event at the small engagement events which have taken place prior to the Annual Event.  
In terms of the questionnaire for the day, MP advised that a meeting will be taking place between herself, WA and Vision 21 to finalise this.  It will have the format of a list of issues and people will be asked to prioritise from these.  MW suggested that one issue which would sort a lot of problems would be a helpline number which people could ring in order to get information.  The Group agreed to add this issue to the list as Communications – Single Point of Access.  The Group also requested that Healthcare in Deprived Areas be added as an issue.

	MP advised that 10 volunteers from Salford Heart Care would be available on the day to consult with members of the public. Additionally there will be pictures and stories on LINk members.  There will be LINk registration forms with equity and diversity forms.  These can be used when discussing possible membership of the Steering Group.  The LINk DVD will be playing on a loop all day.   MW requested paper be made available on the day in order to note down any queries.  
MP and WA advised that they would be going along to the Ellesmere Shopping Centre on Friday night to set up for the Saturday.  The Group indicated that they would not be available to come down and assist.  
MP advised the Group of the high quality of Jonathan Kalmus’ DVD.  She thought it would make a great news item for the BBC or ITV.  
Action:  MP to approach the BBC and ITV to get a slot on healthy lifestyles.  
The Group were advised that the afternoon part of the programme for the event would consist of an edited version Jonathan Kalmus’ DVD being shown with an introduction from himself and with the recommendations being shown.
