	Evaluation Report
RF to meet with MP on 19 October to draft letters for circulation with the LINk in Salford Evaluation Report 2008 - 2009.  
Patient Feedback on Royal Manchester Children’s Hospital and Pendleton Gateway
WA informed the group that she had forwarded feedback received in response to Linda Cheetham-Sharples’ email requesting patient feedback on the Royal Manchester Children’s Hospital and Pendleton Gateway.  This feedback amounted to two emails received.
Allocation of places for outside bodies
MP informed the group that she had contacted all organisations to let them know who is going to attend the meetings from the LINk in Salford Steering Group.

MP asked if the Steering Group would be happy to have their email addresses sent to the organisations.  The Group were happy for this and MP will forward on this information.

	Update from LINk Steering Group members

	MW informed the group that as part of her role on the Health, Wellbeing and Social Care Scrutiny Advisors Committee for she had inspected the newly opened Royal Manchester Children’s Hospital.   She found the Hospital to be superb.  She informed the Group that she visited the Special Care Baby ward and that it had a great atmosphere and the staff had told her that they were happy working there and it was a wonderful environment to work in.  There is also a room for young teenagers to spend time which is equipped with a pool table, computers, DVD player and a tea bar.  Although MW did not travel by car for the visit she reported that there is a multi-storey car park which services the hospital although she did not know the cost.    

Whilst at the Hospital MW attended a talk given by the Ambulance Service regarding how they will tackle taking sick children from the Salford area to the new hospital and she found this to be most informative. 
MW informed the Group that there is to be a birthing unit at Salford Royal Hospital Trust and this is to be based as part of the current maternity site.  This unit belongs to the Central Manchester Hospital Trust.  Mothers will only be accepted to give birth at this unit providing that they are extremely fit and with no known medical problems. 

HK attended the NW Ambulance event in Preston and will feedback on his visit at the next Steering Group meeting in November.

RF informed the Group that he had attended the AGM of the Citizen and Patients Panel held at the Lowry Centre on 24 September.  He reported that the event had been very good and that the Salford Royal Hospital had been awarded a double excellent rating.  The Chief Executive Officer of NHS Salford had stated that there were to be no cuts in funding at present.

	RF informed the Group that he had attended the Panel 6 Event at Swinton Park Golf Club on 1 October.  He had given a presentation to those who attended, which included NHS Salford Commissioners as well as members of the Citizens and Patients Panel.  The presentation set the scene about what the LINk in Salford is about and on the progress to date.   MP who also attended the event informed the Group that she had made several contacts and taken details for these as she felt that they make good members of the Communications Sub-Group.  RF felt that some of the presentations indicated that the Commissioners may be out of touch with the people of Salford.
BC attended the Wellbeing Strategy Action Plan for Adults with Physical Disabilities and Sensory Impairments in Salford on 25 September at the Broadwalk Training Centre in Salford.  She did not feel that much came out of it.  MP had noted that from the consultation there had been 100 recommendations which the Council will take five years to implement.  BC informed the Group that it had already taken five years to get to this stage.  MP and WA indicated that they had found the guest speakers’ stories very inspirational.  They were also impressed by the palantypist and BSL interpreters who were able to get the messages over to all the attendees quickly and accurately.  There were also plenty of adequately timed breaks.
RF and BC attended the PPI Management Group meeting at St James’s House on 21 September and reported that it went well.
