	MP reported that the first meeting of the finance sub-group had taken place with herself, HK and SP.  At this meeting the various accounts were examined and apart from a few small amendments were found to be acceptable.  The finance sub-group had agreed to meet quarterly with HK chairing.  MP circulated the terms of reference for this group and the notes from the meeting.  MP informed the group that there is £74,000 in the budget and that the Annual Event sub-group would be informed of this.   MP also circulated handouts from April 2010 on expenditure.  The final sheet of this handout was a print out of transactions for the month for all expenses for individuals on travel and this correlates to the monthly breakdown sheets. 	The Group queried the travel expenses for staff and volunteers and asked if this could be shown broken up into both categories.  MP advised that this information is shown on the breakdown sheets for the month.  

The Group queried the consultants and contractors expenditure.  MP advised that this expenditure was for the three tender organisations carrying out the further work on the workplan priorities.  Additionally, organisations such as Vision 21 who provided support with the evaluation report for the two annual events would come under this category in the finance reports.

	MP highlighted a concern which had been raised by Judd Skelton in an email relating to the MyCare report.   This appeared to be around statements being made rather than recommendations and communications about consent forms with this piece of work.  A meeting is to take place between Fola Agbalaya, Director of Operations for Unlimited Potential; Judd Skelton, Principal Officer, Salford City Council; and WealthShare Creations to clarify the issues raised.  This information will be fed back to the Steering Group for them to address.  

MP advised that Sue Lightup, Strategic Director for the Community, Health & Social Care Directorate has requested to come to a LINk in Salford meeting.  She is unable to make any of the Steering Group meetings and therefore MP provided her PA with two dates and the 18 August at 2.30pm has been chosen with the venue to be either St George’s Resource Centre or St Sebastian’s Community Centre.  After a discussion about the responses received from the statutory providers the Group agreed to write to NHS Salford, SRFT, SCC and GMW informing that the LINk will monitor the impact of their actions in order to ascertain that they are fulfilling the actions they highlighted in their responses.

	MP updated the Group that the closing date for tender applications was 9th August.  She added that the following organisations have so far expressed an interest:- Salford Heart Care; Seedley & Langworthy Trust (SALT); Salford Disability Forum; Dave Fraser, Health Improvement Worker; Active Lifestyles Team; Salford Link Project; and; Cancer and Us.  The tender information was circulated on 5th July by Salford CVS and through LINk contacts.  
RF, MW and JL are on the interview panel and will shortlist and interview.  SALT advised that if they were shortlisted they would be away for the interview.  The Group felt that another representative of SALT should attend for the interview.
