He advised that concern were expressed over a possible reduction in the budget for prevention of disease.  There were also discussions which took place about the future of LINks and NHS Salford had heard the following although there is nothing concrete.  The coalitions Government are saying that LINks will continue and will be taking them out of the local authority context.  There will be a centralised quango-type body set up.  

RF advised that a statement for the LINk in Salford had been submitted for the Quality Accounts of Greater Manchester West NHS Foundation Trust, Salford Royal Hospital and The Christie.  

MW attended the recent Overview and Scrutiny meeting and had nothing new to report from this meeting.

SF attended the Manchester Show and reported that nothing in particular was mentioned about Salford.
